SUBJECT:  Flu Reminders and Announcement of Release of Stockpiled Flu Vaccine

The purpose of this memo is to remind providers of a few flu vaccine details, and to announce the release of vaccine from
the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). It is not too late to vaccinate against the flu virus. Because of this
year’s early incidence of disease, the CDC has started releasing vaccine from the national stockpile. This means that there
will be a limited number of additional flu vaccine doses available as multi-dose and single-dose vials to North Carolina’s
providers, which may only be administered to Vaccines for Children (VFC) eligible patients.

Any multi-dose vials or single-dose vials of flu vaccine from the CDC stockpile received after February 25, 2013 may be
given only to VFC patients. As a reminder, VFC-eligible is defined as children through 18 years of age who meet at least
one of the following criteria: Medicaid eligible, American Indian/Alaska Native, uninsured, and underinsured. Note:
Only certain providers--local health departments, Federally Qualified Health Centers, Rural Health Centers, and a small
number of previously approved private providers serving geographically underserved areas--may administer VFC
vaccines to underinsured children.

The NCIP also has the following two products available while supplies last for anyone meeting the age criteria below,
regardless of their insurance status:

e .25cc prefilled syringes (TIV), for children 6 months through 35 months of age

o Intranasal sprayers (LAIV, FluMist®), for children 2 years through 18 years of age
Keep in mind that any FluMist® ordered from this point forward will not qualify for the MedImmune FluMist®
replacement program, since that program ended for doses expiring on January 31, 2013. An updated flu vaccine order
form is attached for your convenience.

Note: Only certain
providers--local health departments, Federally Qualified Health Centers, Rural Health Centers, and a small
number of previously approved private providers serving geographically underserved areas--may administer
VFC vaccines to underinsured children.
